The Expectation of Faith

Roland Allen, who was a mis-
sionary to China in the early 
20th century, wrote that “a 
mere preaching which is not 
accompanied by the expec-
tation of faith, is not a true 
preaching of the Gospel, 
because faith is part of the 
gospel.”  We’ve been learn-

ing that the same can be said 
for prayer.  Lack of expectations plagues 
us from our earliest 
years, when we are 
taught not to believe 
in big things.  Instead, 
we should keep our 
expectations low out 
of fear that we’ll be 
dashed on the rocky 
shoals of disappoint-
ment.  The world tells 
us that it’s better to be 
pessimistic than it is to be let down.  
Sadly, Christians (including ourselves) 
can take the same attitude toward God.  
We have learned that this attitude has 
translated into a fear that God won’t 
come through in our support raising.  
It is this very heart that God has been 

transforming in us through this pro-
cess.  Since our last newsletter, we have 
devoted an increasing amount of time 
toward drawing near to God in prayer.  
This deepened commitment has result 
in a renewed expectation of faith that 
God is moving powerfully to raise up all 
of our needs.  And, He has been mov-
ing.  Much of the hard work that we’ve 
already put into support raising has be-
gun to bear fruit.  Recently, we have had 

tremendous opportunities 
to share our hearts for 
Germany by speaking and 
singing at local churches.
